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1. Safety Instructions

Please carefully read this manual before using the product and properly keep it for future reference.
For detailed electronic manual, please visit www.naveetech.com

- This appliance can be used by children aged from 18 years and above and persons with reduced physical,

sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards involved. Children shall
not play with the appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by children without supervision.

- Please read the manual carefully and ride the electric bike with caution. You should only use the electric bike

once you understand and are familiar with all safety rules. Any injuries or losses caused by the rider's lack of
experience or failure to follow the instructions in this manual are the sole responsibility of the rider.

- Keep plastic items (including packaging materials) and small parts away from children to avoid suffocation.
- This appliance should only be used with the power supply unit provided.
- Wear a helmet, elbow pads and knee pads in case of a fall to avoid injury. Improper driving may lead to falls or

serious accidents.

- The appliance should be used by one person only. Do not carry others at the same time. Shoes must be worn

while riding. This appliance is not intended for stunts, competitions, transporting goods, or towing other vehicles
or trailers.

- This electrically power assisted cycle model is designed and built for outdoor use on public roads or cycle tracks.
- Do not attempt to make the electrically power assisted cycle exceed the performance levels for which it

was designed; do not ride on uneven and rough ground (bumpy road surfaces, with potholes, depressions,
obstacles).

- People who are not suitable for riding this product include: (1) persons under the influence of alcohol or drugs,

(2) persons unable to engage in strenuous physical activities due to health or physical conditions, (3) persons
who are incapable of keeping their balance or who cannot keep their balance due to impaired motor skills, (4)
persons whose size exceeds the weight limit, (5) women who are pregnant, (6) persons who suffer from visual
and/or hearing impairments.

- Comply with local laws and regulations when riding this product. Do not ride where prohibited by local laws,

including requirements such as minimum/maximum age of riders, height restrictions, etc.

- When riding in countries and regions where there are no relevant national standards and regulations for electric

bikes, please be sure to strictly abide by the safety requirements for drivers in this user manual. Brightway
Innovation Intelligent Technology (Suzhou) Co., Ltd. will not bear any direct responsibility and joint and several
liabilities for all property, personal losses, accidents, legal disputes, and all other adverse events that cause
conflicts of interest caused by the use of behaviors in violation of the instructions for use.

- Do notride in traffic lanes or residential areas where vehicles and pedestrians are both allowed. When passing

through a place designated for pedestrians who are entitled to the right-of-way laws like crosswalk, please get
off to walk along with the electric bike.

- Do not choose places where children, pedestrians, pets, vehicles, bikes or other obstacles and potential dangers

may appear for your first ride.

- Check the electric bike before every use. When you note any loose or damaged parts, low battery alerts, flat

tires, excessive wear, steering failure, strange sounds, malfunctions and other abnormal conditions, stop riding
immediately and call for professional support.



- To ride safely, you must be able to clearly see what is in front of you and you must be clearly visible to others.
- Do notride in bad weather, low visibility, or after intense physical exertion.
- Always park the electric bike with kickstand on an even and stable surface.

- This electric bike is a leisure device. However, when entering a public area, it will be considered a means of
transportation and subject to possible safety risks for all means of transportation. Riding in strict accordance
with the instructions in this manual will protect you and others to the greatest extent.

- The user should check the limits of use in accordance with the local regulations. Ride the bike on the roads or
areas permitted by local regulations and laws and park it in the areas permitted. The maximum speed of the
electric bike is limited to 32 km/h. If the local regulations and laws have different provisions on the maximum
speed, the local regulations and laws will prevail. Please respect and follow the road safety and vehicle rules.

- Respect pedestrians' Right of Way. Whenever possible, pass pedestrians on the left side (applicable in
countries/regions where vehicles drive on the right). When facing pedestrians, keep to the right at a low speed.
Avoid startling pedestrians, especially the elderly, children, the disabled, and pregnant women. When you ride
from behind pedestrians, ring your bell to give them a heads-up and slow down. When passing through a place
designated for pedestrians who are entitled to the right-of-way laws like crosswalk, please get off to walk along
with the electric bike.

- In any case, anticipate your trajectory and your speed while respecting the code of the road, the code of the
sidewalk and the most vulnerable. Notify your presence when approaching a pedestrian or cyclist when you are
not seen or heard. Cross the protected passages while walking. Avoid high traffic areas or overcrowded areas.

- This product is a vehicle, and therefore, the faster the driving speed, the longer the required braking distance.
We recommend you to reduce the riding speed and maintain enough braking distance when riding in bad
weather conditions and/or busy traffic.

- Traffic in the city has many obstacles to cross such as curbs or steps. It is recommended to avoid obstacle jumps.
Itis important to anticipate and adapt your trajectory and speed to those of a pedestrian before crossing these
obstacles. Itis also recommended to get off the vehicle when these obstacles become dangerous due to their
shape, height or slippage.

- Do not lend your electric bike to whoever does not know the operations. Before lending it to others, please
make sure that the rider has read this user manual and understood the basic operations. Remind riders to wear
safety protection correctly to ensure the safety of riders.

- The maximum load capacity of the product (user plus luggage) is 120 kg.

- Be extra careful when riding on unfamiliar roads.

- Contact your seller for appropriate training organizations.

- In all cases, mind the safety of yourself and others.

- When riding, hold the handlebar tightly with both hands.

- Do not wear headsets or talk on your mobile phone while riding.

- Do not wear lengthy clothing when riding the electric bike to avoid the risk of entangling your wheels or
crankset.

- Any load attached to the handlebar will affect the stability of the vehicle.

- Do not touch the brake system, otherwise it could cause injuries due to sharp edges. The brake may become hot
in use. Do not touch after use.

- Do not perform any maintenance work after the battery is connected.

- Do notinsert your limbs or fingers into any moving parts of the electric bike.
- Improper assembly, installation, operation and maintenance of any parts or accessories may lead to serious

personal injuries or even death. Do not modify or transform the vehicle frame or original parts. Otherwise, it
may cause damage to the original vehicle and lead to accidents that may threaten personal safety. Improper
accessories or incorrect assembly can affect the performance of the product and can make riding unsafe.

- Parts, accessories and any additional items which are not approved by the manufacturer shall not be used.
- If there are any manufacturing defects or if any unusual noises are detected, please stop using the electric bike

and contact your dealer.

- A-weighted sound pressure level is less than 70dB(A).

- For a better riding experience, it is recommended to carry out a regular maintenance of the product.

- Eliminate any sharp edges caused by use.

- Users are also responsible for providing and installing devices (such as luggage racks, bags, storage baskets,

etc.) for transporting objects and animals in accordance with the legal approvals and authorization regulations of
the country of use, as well as the allowable structural load limits (maximum load supported by the bike and the
provided luggage rack).

- Child seats are not recommended. For information on supplying and installing equipment suitable for electrically

assisted bikes, contact your authorized dealer or professional operator.

- Installing accessories and devices on the electric bike not only affects the performance and usage of the bike, but

can also cause damage if they are not suitable, thereby affecting proper operation and safety conditions during
use. For information on the supply and installation of devices suitable for electric bikes, please contact your
authorized dealer or professional operator.

- Itis strictly prohibited to charge the appliance when the charging port, power adapter, or power socket is wet.

Please read the user manual carefully before charging.

- The risk of tamper with any parts and use of parts not authorized by the manufacturer shall be fully borne by the

user, and the manufacturer shall not be responsible for this.

- The braking distance will increase in wet weather.
- The external flexible cable or cord of this transformer cannot be replaced; if the cord is damaged, the transformer

shall be scrapped.

- This product contains batteries that can only be replaced by qualified technicians or after-sales service.
- If the external flexible cable or cord of this transformer is damaged, it shall be replaced by the manufacturer or

their service agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

- If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified

persons in order to avoid a hazard.

- Please charge within the temperature range of 0° C to 40° C. Charging outside the specified temperature range

may result in battery damage.

- Ensure that the power of the electric bike is turned off during transportation and store it in its original packaging if

possible.

- Warning: For the purposes of recharging the battery, only use the detachable supply unit provided with this

appliance. Do not use a battery charger from any other product. Keep a safe distance from the surrounding
combustibles when charging.



- Warning: Do not use any third-party battery or battery charger. Use only with the DPLCT110V55Y power adapter.
- Warning! Keep plastic covering away from children to avoid suffocation.

- warning! Never use the product close to a water source.

- Warning! Stop using the product when damaged.

- Please note that it is not possible to explicitly list the installation and maintenance methods for every part of
the electric bike in this manual. The textual content and technical details in the illustrations may also change.
If you encounter any technical issues not explicitly covered in this manual, please contact the customer service
personnel for assistance.

- Warning! As with any mechanical component, a vehicle is subject to high stresses and wear. The various
materials and components may react differently to wear or fatigue. If the expected service life for a component
has been exceeded, it may break suddenly, therefore risking causing injuries to the user. Cracks, scratches and
discoloration in the areas subject to high stresses indicate that the component has exceeded its service life and
please contact an authorized or a specialized repairer.

- Warning! For composite components impact damage may be invisible to the user, the manufacturer shall explain
the consequences of impact damage and that in the event of an impact; composite components should either be
returned to the manufacturer for inspection or destroyed and replaced.

Environmental Instructions

The vehicle contains a rechargeable lithium-ion battery pack, and improper disposal of these batteries will cause
harm to the environment. Follow the steps below to remove the batteries before disposing of the vehicle and discard
the batteries properly:

1. Before removing the battery, make sure that the vehicle is switched off and not charging.

2. Insert the key into the keyhole of the battery compartment and turn it 90 degrees clockwise to eject the battery.

3. Discard the removed batteries at a professional recycling facility.

Unpacking

- Open your package, take out the electric bike and accessories from the package and putiton a

soft surface to avoid scratches.

- Remove and recycle all packaging materials in accordance with local laws and regulations.
- Remove the battery key from the handlebar and properly keep it.
Note: The electric bike must be unpacked by two adults to ensure it is not damaged and to avoid any risk of injury

and/or breakage.

4.1 Install handlebar

1. Put down the kickstand. 2. Use a hex wrench to loosen the four screws
on the front cover of the stem and remove the
front cover.

3. Place the handlebar in the stem slot, align the scale to ensure that the handlebar center is aligned
with the slot center, and use the wrench to tighten the screws in diagonal sequence.

The recommended torque value is 6-9 N.m.

BN 4.5 Install front wheel

1. Remove the front wheel, and take off the plastic protective cover on both sides of the front wheel.

2. Loosen the quick release nut, and remove the quick release device. Remove the plastic protective

cover from the quickrelease device.

Note: Keep the plastic protective cover and protective plate for future use.

3. Remove the nuts and safety hooks on both
sides of the front wheel axle.

Note: These parts should be fitted in the same direction
as they are removed.

4. Ensure that the disc brake is on the left side.
Carefully lower the forks and then align the
axles on both sides of the wheel, making sure
that the fork openings are perfectly aligned
with the axles.

5. Fit the safety hooks, make sure that both hooks point towards the hub. Then put the nuts back in
place and tighten as shown.

The recommended torque value is 20-25 N-m. Don't over-tighten the nut.

The right pedal rotates clockwise, and the left pedal rotates counterclockwise. The recommended
torque value is 20-25 N.m. (NOTE: Pedal mark "L" means left and "R" means right)

Note: If you encounter significant resistance during the tightening process, please stop and realign before
reinstallation.

4.7 Install Saddle

Open the quick release lever and insert the seat post into the seat tube until the minimum insertion
line is no longer visible. Then close the quick release lever.

1. Be careful not to pull out more than the safety line.

2. The lowest position of the seat tube is the maximum length of natural insertion into the frame. The
safety line refers to the minimum depth at which the seat tube is inserted into the frame.

4.8 Install tail light

Install the tail light to the seat post with a
phillips screwdriver.

The recommended torque value is 2-4 N.m.

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5. Display

Tip: Due to transport needs, the display is not fully tightened at the factory, users can use a Phillips
screwdriver to adjust the position of the display to suit their riding style and tighten it.
The recommended torque value is 2-4 N.m.

@ Power On/Off: Press and hold the (MJ button for to power on or off.

@ Backlight Indicator: with the power on, hold the @ button for 1.5 seconds to turn on the backlight.

Click it again and turn off the backlight.
Note: The display will go to sleep when speed is less than 2 km/h for 5 minutes.

B Light On/Off: After powering on, press and hold the @ button to turn on/off the headlight.

@ Assist Level Selection: The default value is Level 1. Click or @ button to change the levels and
the output power ratio, the output power range from level 1 to level 3.

® Wwalking Mode: Press and hold the @ button to enable the walking mode, with a maximum speed
of 6 km/h. Releasing the button will exit the mode.

Important! The walking mode must be used in accordance with the current effective regulations of
the country of use. It can only be used while walking beside the bike, with both hands firmly gripping
the handlebar.

® Battery Level: The battery power is indicated by 6 bars.

@ Error Notification: When the icon is always on, it indicates there is an error.

Speedmeter: Indicates the current speed.

© Setting: Hold the @ & buttons for 2 seconds to enter into the setting interface. Click the @)

button to choose setting parameters, and click @ & buttons to exit setup.
Reset trip distance, trip time and max speed:
Click B button to clear trip distance, trip time and max speed.

KM/H & MPH:

Click (+]) or @ button to switch KM/H or MPH for the speed and mileage, display will be the currently
selected units display.

Display Information

With the display on, click the (M) button to switch the display information. In turn shows ODO trip
time, trip distance, max speed, auto cycle display.

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6.Charging

Note the following when charging:
Before first use, the battery must be fully charged using the provided charger. It is recommended to charge the

battery promptly after each use of the electric bike.
- Charge the bike indoors. Do not expose it to rain. Keep it away from heat sources, open flames, and flammable

and/or explosive gases (compressed and liquid).

- The optimal operating temperature for the charger is 0° C to 40° C. Lower temperatures may result in insufficient
charging, while higher temperatures may cause overcharging. The battery should not be overcharged, so Itis
recommended to unplug the external power supply before unplugging the charger from the battery when it is
fully charged.

Method 1

1. Lift up the rubber flap.
2. Connect the battery charger to the charging port.

3. Itis recommended to unplug the external power supply before unplugging the charger from the
battery when it is fully charged.

4. Put back the rubber flap.
The electric bike is fully charged when the LED on the battery charger changes from red to green.

Method 2

The battery can be removed from the electric bike and charged separately.

1. Insert the key into the keyhole of the battery compartment and turn it clockwise to eject and
remove the battery.

2. Plug one end of the charger into the charging port and the other end into the power socket.
3. When charging is complete, unplug the charger and put back the rubber plug.

Tips: Please keep the battery key properly. Please contact the after-sales service with the battery
key code (which can be obtained from the battery keyhole or key code card ) for help.

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Install Battery

Align the battery pack to the battery holder carefully and push until when you hear it click. To
prevent accidental release, pull on the battery to make sure it is securely locked. If it is locked,
remove the battery key and keep it in a safe place.

Battery Maintenance

Performance of lithium batteries is affected by environmental temperature. Don't worry if battery
performance drops in cold weather. The battery performance will return to normal when the
temperature rises.

Partial charging/discharging can prolong the battery life. It is recommended to charge the battery
up to 95% and discharge it to 10%. A reasonable charging and discharging scheme can prevent
accelerated degradation or damage to the battery. If the battery is not used for a long time, it
should be kept at a battery level of 50% to 70%, and checked for the battery condition every 2
months to avoid damage from over-discharge. Besides, it should be fully charged and discharged
every 3 months.

7. How to Ride

Check Before Riding

Before each ride, please check the status of your bike, including tire performance, remaining battery
level and bike body state, and ensure that the front wheel, handlebars, stem, brakes and other
essential parts are not loose or damaged.

Always wear a helmet and suitable protective equipment, but ensure that your view of sight is not
affected.

Notes:

Before riding the electric bike on the road, please understand the local road laws and regulations and strictly abide
by them while riding (e.g., riding equipment, control lights, reflectors, etc.).

Please fully charge the battery before the first use of the elecitric bike.

Press or use an instrument to check the tire pressure, ensuring it is within the range of 40- 65 psi.

Operate the shifter to check the lateral movement of the chain on the corresponding chain wheel mounted on the
rear wheel, ensuring the gear changes and adjustments are correct. The chain and drive chain wheels should be
clean and well-lubricated.

Adjust the saddle height before riding, with the saddle at arm level.

Check the tightness of relevant components of the electric bike (front wheel quick release, handlebar, brakes,
pedals, etc.), ensuring all parts are securely fastened before starting the ride.

Check the steering of the front wheel, which is critical for braking and riding safety.

Brake settings may vary by country/region, please clarify the direction of front and rear wheel brakes. If they do not
match your riding habits, we recommend having a professional technician adjust the brake settings. This will allow
for accurate braking of the front and rear wheels in case of emergencies. If you encounter any issues while riding,
brake immediately (for better braking performance, brake both wheels simultaneously).

Always maintain a safe braking distance from other vehicles or objects and use the brakes correctly. Adjust the
braking distance and braking force to suit your riding environment.

We recommend purchasing insurance specifically for electric bike riding in your area to ensure sufficient coverage in
case of accidents. Please contact your insurance company or agent promptly.

WARNING:

All the cleaning operations of the electric bike must be performed with the battery removed.

Do not clean with a high-pressure water hose, as high-pressure washing can damage mechanical pivot points and
related mechanical fittings.

Do not clean the items with alcohol, petrol, paraffin or other corrosive or volatile chemical solvents to prevent severe
damage.

1. Power on

Make sure the accelerator is back to its original position.Press the (M) button to turn on the
display.

2. Level selection

Click the or@ button on the display to switch gears. The maximum assisted speed of level 1 is
15 km/h, the maximum assisted speed of level 2 is 25 km/h, and the maximum assisted speed of
level 3 is 32 km/h.

3.Starting
Important! Extreme care should be taken when using the pedal shift and accelerator on this

product. When pushing the vehicle manually, turn off the power to avoid accident acceleration from
the motor.

3.1 Select pedal shift gear

Select your gear of pedal shift between gear 1 through 7 using the + and - button on the shifter.
We suggest that you select a lower assistance gear when you first get your NAVEE Bike to get to
know your bike and travel routes. Once you become familiar with the range requirements of your
travel routes, and the capabilities of your NAVEE Bike, you can then adjust you riding characteristics
if you so desire.

Gear Strength Speed
1-3 Easy Slow
4-5 Moderate Medium
6-7 Strenuous Fast

Notes:
When using the shifting system, try to avoid skipping gears to prevent damage to the shift.

When the electric bike stops or goes downhill, do not run the drive system reversely to avoid damage to the shift or
accidents.

If the shift malfunctions or the gear shifting is incorrect, stop using the elecitric bike and contact the after-sales
service for maintenance support.

3.2 Select electric drive mode

Press the accelerator to activate the electric drive mode, allowing for zero speed start without the
need for foot assistance. The maximum riding speed can reach 32km/h.

4.Parking

Make sure that the kickstand is positioned on a flat surface and the bike is stable enough to stand
alone before leaving it. Do not park your bike on a slope.

Press the (M) button to power off, and any lights to conserve battery. Remove the key from the bike
and ensure the battery is locked to the frame or removed and brought with you for security.

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8. Care & Maintenance

Regular Checking

To ensure and maintain the good safety and functionality of the electric bike, regular inspections
and maintenance must be performed. Each maintenance task must be carried out with the battery
disconnected.

Different components of the bike will experience varying degrees of wear during use. It is
particularly important to regularly check and maintain the following components: handlebar
steering, tires, wheels, chain and gears, fastening mechanisms, and brakes.

Check the steering of the front wheel, which is critical for braking and riding safety.

Check the tread of the outer tires for wear and cracking. Press or use a tool to check the tire
pressure, ensuring proper front/rear tire pressure. The recommended tire pressure range is

40- 65 psi.

The chain and related drive gears are prone to wear due to use. They must be regularly cleaned
and lubricated with specific products (drip or spray, dry or wet) suitable for the season. These parts
should also be periodically replaced to ensure integrity and smooth operation.

Regularly check the critical fastening mechanisms on the bike, confirming if the fasteners are
tightened and if the joints are normal. After the initial tightening check before the first ride, check
once when the riding distance reached 200 kilometers since the first ride; subsequently, check every
1000 kilometers. If the riding conditions are complex, it is recommended to check every 600
kilometers.

It is recommended to use special chain lubricating oil to wipe the chain of the car body for
lubrication and maintenance after riding for 300 kilometers, Subsequent maintenance every 300
kilometers.

Check if the brake system is working properly. If there are noticeable abnormal noises when braking
during the ride, stop riding and promptly seek after-sales service.

After each maintenance or adjustment task, ensure that no tools or foreign objects are left in the
moving parts of the bike.

Cleaning
If there is not much mud on the frame and the main issue is dust, it can be wiped clean with a cloth

or brushed with a large brush.

If there are stains on the body of the electric bike, wipe with a damp cloth. If the stains persist, apply
neutral soap, brush out with atoothbrush, then wipe with a damp cloth.

After cleaning, check the wear of the brake blocks to ensure proper braking. If there is severe wear,
replace the brake blocks promptly. It is recommended to clean approximately every 200 kilometers
of riding. If you plan to not ride for a period of time, clean it thoroughly before storing.

WARNING: [En

All the cleaning operations of the electric bike must be performed with the battery removed.

Do not clean with a high-pressure water hose, as high-pressure washing can damage mechanical
pivot points and related mechanical fittings.

Do not clean the items with alcohol, petrol, paraffin or other corrosive or volatile chemical solvents
to prevent severe damage.

Storage and Transportation

When the product is not used for a long time, do not store it outdoors, under strong sunlight and
below zero temperature for a long time. Keep it at least 2 meters away from heat sources (heating
equipment, etc.). Store it in a dry, clean, well-ventilated indoor environment with a temperature
between 10° C and 45° C and a relative humidity not exceeding 90%.

The product should not come into contact with corrosive liquids and should be protected from any
mechanical impact and heavy pressure.

During transportation, it should not be subjected to severe mechanical impacts, exposure to
sunlight, rain, chemical corrosive substances and harmful gases.

During loading and unloading, the product shall be handled with care and strictly prevented from
falling, rolling and heavy pressure.
